I was introduced to
the trooper and I could see the fear in his
eyes. [ was the only name he could

We talked for a few min-
utes and I told him to come to the bunker
with me for something to drink. We did
and I walked him to his Troop table and
the guys all introduced themselves to him.
After a few minutes, I drifted away and
made a mental note to check on him in a
little while. When I did, he looked to me
to have just released about a ton of fear
and anxiety. He was in heavy conversa-
tion and had a smile upon his face......no,
not a smile, he was laughing and having a
great time.

Counting Time

Where did you go to grammar school? |
went to Tarzana Elementary School in - you
guessed it - Tarzana. It’s part of Los
Angeles in Southern California. That was in
the days before the Fruits and Nuts moved
to California. Except that I’'m probably one
of the Nuts. But I’m not one of the fruits -
they came later. Anyway, those were mem-
orable years. When I was a little kid the
high school kids were sure big. I remember
riding with my folks past Canoga Park High
School and thinking, “I’ll never get big
enough to go to that scary place.” Next
thing you know, there I was, graduating
from that same high school. I don’t know
where the time went, but it sure went! Now
here I sit, 46 years later, trying to figure
what happened to the time. That’s my
youthful story. What’s yours? It’s probably
similar to mine.

Time sure takes on a different perspec-
tive when you grow older and get into dif-
ferent situations. Remember the Viet Nam
War years? (Like, who could forget?)
Maybe you were drafted. Maybe you vol-
unteered for whatever reason. Maybe the
judge told you to join the Army or go to jail
(Huh?) Maybe you were a lifer. Maybe you
put in for the Blackhorse 11th Armored
Cav. Maybe you didn’t. Maybe you never
heard of the 11th Armored Cav before you
got there. Maybe the only black horse you
ever heard of was Black Beauty. Maybe
you’re not old enough to know about Black
Beauty. Maybe all you knew of the cavalry
was what you saw in John Wayne movies.
Maybe this and maybe that. But I bet it’s a
sure thing that you remember your trip
going over there. Going to the Nam, I mean.
I sure remember, especially the first time. I
was nervous, naturally. I flew. (In an air-
plane. What did you think?) I wasn’t a boat
person. When we got into Vietnamese air
space, I looked down and got scared almost
spitless. Well, a little dry-mouthed, anyway.
I saw those bomb craters all over the place
and I thought we were going to get shot out
of the air for sure, which we didn’t. We
made the “normal” quick descent because
our TWA airliner crew thought they were in
the war. Which, in a way, they were. (We
had TWA’s senior stewardess on board - she

liked us.) Anyway, we got off the plane fast,
they loaded up again (with Gls) and took
off real soon. At least, I think they did. I was
too busy being nervous to really notice.

Here’s the main thing I was nervous
about besides maybe getting shot at: I kept
thinking how can I get through a whole year
of this? Is that what you thought too? Well,
my second tour was with the Blackhorse.
(First tour was with helicopters and Bird-
dog spotter planes in the Delta.) Second
tour and first tour were the same question:
“How can I make it through a whole year of
this?” Know what? I did make it. So did
you. (How else could you be here reading
this?) One way or the other, we made it.
Some didn’t, as you know. I’'m humbled to
remember with respect and honor the troop-
ers that didn’t make it. We honor them
every year with a memorial service. We
honor their families too. We also honor and
remember our POWs and MIAs. We will
never forget them.

Meanwhile, we proceed with our lives.
These fast moving lives we live. A few
weeks ago I saw a cartoon of a middle aged
(or old aged) man looking in a mirror. He
was saying, “But I wasn’t finished being
young yet!” That could be me. You’re prob-
ably saying the same thing. “But I’'m not
through being young yet!” Time keeps
marching on no matter what.

Does it seem like 25 or 30 years since
you were in Viet Nam? Maybe it does
sometimes. But I bet most often it doesn’t
seem that long to you. It doesn’t to me.
Sometimes I get to thinking about our lives
between then and now. Marriage, kids, jobs,
promotions, moving, losing jobs, having
problems with memories, maybe even
PTSD, self-medicating, getting divorced,
getting sick, getting well, retiring, taking
vacations and so on and so forth. What
about thinking about God? Where does
God fit in? What about thinking about Jesus
Christ and life’s meaning? What about
thinking about life’s blessings? What about
thinking about how you show love to your

grandkids? What about retiring and going
fishing? What about healing relationships
that’ve been fractured for years? What
about making sure your kids know for sure
that you love them? What about making
double sure that your spouse, namely your
wife, knows for sure that you love her?
(The other way around if you’re a woman
reading this.) All these things matter. They
add up to a life. Your life. My life.

We’re at the stage now where we can
look back and see life in a perspective we
never had before. We’re not young bucks
any more. We may like to come to reunions
and think we’re the same as in the old days.
But we’re not. It’s not just your old buddy
who’s lost his hair and grew a pouch (or
paunch.) Check the mirror. Time hasn’t
passed you by, either. It’s carried you along.
Me too. We’re all in this together, this life of
passing time. There’s one inescapable truth
about life, your life, my life, everybody’s
life. It’s measured in units of time.
Segments of time. Minutes, hours, days,
weeks, years. Time is the same for every-
body. And at the end of every trail time ends
for everybody. That’s where eternity begins.
For everybody. So I guess a point of all this
is to make the most of the time we’ve got.
Which is measured the same way for every-
body, like I said. Maybe our wealth isn’t the
same as the next guy, but our stockpile of
time is sure the same. That is, until the end.
There’s no guarantee where the end of your
trail is going to be. Just that it is there. It will
come.

Back to my first tour in Viet Nam. When
I was at the beginning of it I wasn’t sure the
year would ever go by. But it did. Then after
ten months at Fort Ord I was back in Viet
Nam again. This time I was with the
Blackhorse living in a tent with the 2/11th
out in the jungles along the Cambodian bor-
der. I thought that tour would never end,
either. Especially when we were getting
shot at or some other such interesting activ-
ity was occurring. But both of those tours
did end. Then I went to Germany with the
14th and 11th ACR. I thought those tours
would never end either. But they did. They
were great tours. Hard, but great. And they
ended. I thought twenty years in the Army
would never end. But it did, and more. I did
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twenty-seven years (plus four months and
three days.) That ended too.

I hope and pray that those Army years
were productive years and pleasing in
God’s sight. I hope I fulfilled my purpose
for living. Now I’ve been back to work
again in the civilian community. And now
I’ve gone back into retirement again. I hope
my civilian working years were productive.
Not all work. Some play. Some relaxation.
Much enjoyment. But productive and con-
structive too. You see, I’'m one who believes
that every man and woman born on this
carth has a purpose, a reason to be here with
something to give. That includes you and
me. It’s very personal. I hope and pray that
I’ve lived my created purpose. I hope and
pray the same for you.

Viet Nam thirty-some years ago is done
and over. Our lives between then and now
are done and over. Our lives here and now
will soon enough be done and over too.
That’s not fatalistic, it’s realistic. What I’'m
wanting is to make the most of it, to get the
most out of it, to contribute the most I can
while life lasts. I want to enjoy life and,
mainly, I do. Then, when I get to the end of
my trail, I truly hope to hear the words from
God to me, “Well done, good and faithful
servant!... Come and share your master’s
happiness!”

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Unflappable Heros I Have Known

uring the first days of Blackhorse
Dparticipation in the war in Vietnam,

Battle (2-11) Operations was a very
humble place. Yes, there was a really classy
sign I posted outside, but the fort itself was
pretty plain.

Command tracks, backed together here-
and-there in the mushy, muddy jungle
made-up the Tactical Operations Center, the
central combat brain of the squadron.

To the uneducated eye, the whole prop-
erty seemed to be altogether unsystematic.
Be that as it may, a great many life preserv-
ing and needed decisions were originated
by our commander and sent from these
premises.

One of our troopers and command net
radio operators (whose name was never
known to me) always impressed me as the
epitome of efficiency and soldier profes-
sionalism This young cavalryman was the
command net “voice on the radio” through
many an enemy engagement.

Heated, sometimes near frantic mes-
sages suggesting great need, impending
doom, and challenging enemy circum-
stances regularly crackled over the net. He
acknowledged all messages calmly with an
emotionless, flat, “Roger, Out.”

I recall when I made my first excited,
throat constricted report to Battle Ops about
ground-to-air fire and BIG green tracers and

for gosh sakes send out the guard. For all
my agitation and excitement I received an
unemotional, almost bored, “Roger, Out.”

I nearly shouted back, “Roger, Out??
What do you mean, Roger, Out?? Don't you
understand this? Talk to me, soothe me,
reassure me! Do something and tell me
about it!”” I had not yet learned to fully trust
this unseen comrade of mine.

In a very few days of working with this
man, we all came to know that each mes-
sage had indeed been received, skillfully
sorted and channeled to the commander or
proper staff addressee without any histrion-
ics or quarterbacking.

I am quite sure that in the many months
that we served the squadron he and I must
have shared some face-to-face contact, but I
regret that I did not seek to record his name.
Still, I have frequently offered his example
and praise for his work to others in similar
settings.

I who have been party to the emotion

and excitement of combat know how men's
voices sound when the bullets fly. Calm is
an emotion rarely seen. Never-the- less this
fine GI always gave us the support and reas-
surance we needed with his unflappable,
“Roger, Out.”
Footnote: The sign mentioned was a 4'x8',
ragged edge, “Fort Apache,” prepared in
Conus, transported to RVN and emplaced
at each site of the TOC.

Thunder Run stated his concerns about the
apparent desire to exclude our brothers
and sisters (yes, the active Regiment does
have female Troopers assigned) from our
activities.

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Strength from the Cav

know that all of us have had to han-
Idle significant problems in our lives.

I want to relate a little about how the
comradeship of the Troopers of the 11th
Cav have helped me in that ordeal.

I served with B Troop for 7 months as
a line Platoon Leader, November 1968
through June 1969, then went to A Troop
where I served as Executive Officer.
During that year, the bonds of comrade-
ship between Blackhorse Troopers gave
me the degree of confidence to know that
whatever shit happened, there would be
somebody from the 11th Cav to get us
out.

After my enlistment was up, I came
back to the states, married my wife, Rita
Marie, and thought that essentially life
was pretty easy. My philosophy was and
still is, “as long as people don't shoot at
me every day, I'll be okay.”

After being married to Rita Marie for
7 years, she developed Multiple
Sclerosis. MS is a degenerative disease
that attacks the nerves and at first makes
you believe that the patient is drunk
because they don't walk correctly. Later
on, it develops into a much more ruthless
disease. Rita Marie went from a cane to a
walker, to a wheelchair, to a motorized
wheelchair to where she could not use
either of her hands or fingers, couldn't
even talk, could not use restroom facili-
ties without assistance. Because Rita
Marie could not move at night once I
picked her up out of her wheelchair and
placed her in bed, she was in a set posi-
tion and could not move. Therefore, I
might have to get up 5, 10 sometimes 15
times a night to readjust her, get her to
the restroom, etc. Further, in order to
pick up Rita from the wheelchair 4 or 5
times a day, required me to develop
much more upper body strength, so I
developed a plan and committed myself
to lift weights in order to do the job.

The bottom line is, it was a very, very
difficult situation for years. However, in
that tragic environment, Rita showed me
and the rest of the world a shining exam-
ple of courage in its finest sense. She
became pregnant during the illness and
we had a beautiful little daughter named

Tara Marie (now a sophomore at
University of Texas in Pre-Med), super-
vised the help at the house to be able to
maintain the household and put up with
all of my bullshit. While all these events
are happening, Rita never bitched or
moaned about how it was unfair for her
to have MS. She concentrated on love
and other people and became a stellar
example of how people can deal with
tremendous adversity and still lead a pro-
ductive life.

The message that I really want to con-
vey to you Troopers is that the experi-
ences | had while serving with the Cav
set me apart from the rest of the people
and gave me the strength to carry on.
Hell, I'd already been through ambush
patrols at night, so getting up at night
with Rita was not much different. I
would get IO to 15 minutes of sleep here,
and hour and a half there, eat when you
can, play when you can. Over the years,
the days and nights became like a giant
bird overhead with the flapping of wings
and the days and nights came and went in
a macabre dance of trying to maintain the
family. But having been shot at; going
until you can't go any further; being
yelled at by Major Bahnsen (then 1st
Squadron Commander); those kind of
events will get you ready for anything.

I took care of Rita, not only in the
physical sense, but further in an environ-
ment of “we can do this thing together.”

I hope I didn't bitch or moan too much
about how her illness affected me and
Tara, but every time that things would
get bad or worse, I would draw on my
experiences with the Cav and particular-
ly the comradeship and bonds of honor
and commitment between us. I used the
collective strength of all of you Troopers
on a daily basis to keep us both going.

Rita’s fight ended when she died
peacefully in her sleep next to me on
November 7, 1997. It's been almost 3
years before I could really write this let-
ter. I wanted to let you all know how
important you have been in our lives. I
know most of us have never met, howev-
er, as a collective member of “the Cav”
you are my brothers and sisters. So this
year, I went a little crazy and bought a
red Corvette. I finally got my personal-
ized license plates “1-11-ACR.” I drive it
around Houston, Texas, so, if any of you
see me you might honk. On behalf of
Rita Marie, | want to thank you all for
her. I personally salute you.

I hope that when you all have prob-
lems in your life that you can draw on the
strength, unity, honor and character of
the men and women of the 11th Cav. It is
a vast source of strength. All we have to
do is reach in, tap the source of power
and it will help carry us through the dark
times.
